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The word limit for all abstracts is minimum 400 words to maximum 600 words, excluding figures and references. Use Times New Roman font, 10, 11 or 12 point and single line spacing. Abstracts should state clearly and concisely the problem, methodology used and central conclusions and may include a figure/graph.

The evaluation criteria for the abstracts are: 
· Topic relevance				
· Originality of the content			
· Methodology / Research design		
· Evaluation of results and derived conclusion	
· References to previous work		
· Correct English usage					



Figures and graphs must appear within the designated margins. Caption and number every illustration. All illustrations should be clear when printed on a black-only printer. Color may be used.
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
